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Â To meet the challenges of increased 
competition in the job marketplace, 
many of today's college students are 
choosing to widen their educational 
foundations by pursuing multi -
faceted objectives such as minors 
along with majors, double majors, 
and dual undergraduate degrees .
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Â Such combinations provide increased 
competitiveness at the job entry level, as well as 
enhanced opportunities during one's later career.

Â Students, who recognize the value of broadening 
their educational experience to include one of the 
fundamental sciences such as physics or chemistry, 
as well as engineerin g, will find Kentucky 
Wesleyanôs Dual-Degree Science/Engineering 
Program a good combination.
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Â Our Dual-Degree Science/Engineering 
program is a 3+2 year program in conjunction 
with quality ABET (Accreditation Board for 
Engineering and Technology) accredited 
engineering schools such as the University of 
Kentucky, Western Kentucky University, the 
University of Southern Indiana, etc.   

Â The University of Kentucky has invested over 
$100 million during the past ten years to build 
engineering infrastructure.
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Â Incoming freshmen who choose our program 
complete the 3-year pre-engineering program at 
Kentucky Wesleyan as a physics or chemistry major 
and subsequently transfer to an ABET engineering 
school.  

Â Upon completion, these students receive an 
engineering degree from the engineering school 
and a physics or chemistry degree from Kentucky 
Wesleyan.  
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Â Engineering schools have been eager to 
partner with us in our 3+2 engineering 
program.  

Â The University of Kentucky has increased its 
recruitment goal for engineering students by 
40% including students from programs like 
ours.
